This is the true story of a psychotherapist's account of treating a woman named Karen with 17 distinct 
personalities.  It retraces Karen's childhood and the tragedies that led her to her present state and leads the 
reader to form a connection with each individual personality as the story behind its creation is revealed. 
This book gives the reader an almost voyeuristic view into the life of someone with multiple personality 
disorder.
