We have two performing choral groups at HPU: the I nternational Vocal Ensemble and the
International Chorale.

The International Vocal Ensemble (*Sng for your scholarship”) is a select group of no more than
28 undergraduate and graduate singers. Tuition waivers are available to incoming HPU students
and current IVE membersonly. Asaperformer in the ensemble, oneiseligible for a 50% tuition
waiver and has the option to earn academic credit for one’s participation. The scholarshipis
awarded every semester the singer isin good standing in IVE. Live auditions and interviews are
recommended, however auditions viaVVHS videotape or DVD may be arranged. Y our audition
process must be completed by Thursday, March 1, 2008 for the 2008-2009 school year. Late
auditions will be reviewed on a case-by-case basis.

The International Choraleisamixed chorus of qualified HPU students, faculty, and staff. Open
auditions are held on campus at the beginning of every fall and spring semester. Chorale members
are not eligible for the vocal scholarship.

Specific Audition Guidelines

You must be accepted into Hawai'i Pacific University prior to Friday, February 15, 2008. This process
takes approximately three weeks. To expedite this process, be sure to send your admission
application and fee, all academic transcripts from high school, community college or university, and a
copy of your SAT/ACT scores at least one month prior to the audition date. If the HPU application
process is incomplete, the audition process can be delayed.

If you are auditioning by VIDEOTAPE/DVD, we must receive your videotape/DVD, IVE information sheet,
a current photo of yourself, list of works performed, choral and/or voice teacher recommendation, and
additional recommendation by Thursday, March 1, 2008 to be considered for the 2008-2009 IVE.
Videotapes/DVDs received after this date will be reviewed and subject to a waiting list.

If you plan to attend LIVE AUDITIONS, we must receive your IVE information sheet, a current photo of
yourself, list of works performed, choral and/or voice teacher recommendation, and additional
recommendation by Saturday, February 16, 2008 to be considered for the 2008-2009 IVE. The live
auditions will be held on Saturday, February 16, 2008, at Warmer Auditorium, 1060 Bishop Street,
Honolulu, HI. To schedule an audition, please call (808) 544-1127 and leave your name and contact
information on the voice mail.

TUITION WAIVER RULES AND RESPONSIBILITIES

1. All music ensemble members are representatives of Hawai‘i Pacific University in and out of
uniform and will be expected to uphold the highest standards of moral conduct.

2. Academics and attendance at required music activities are top priorities.

3. A positive attitude must be maintained toward all directors, ensemble members, athletic teams,
coaches, and HPU representatives including all faculty and staff. The artistic, organizational,
and structural decisions of the Ensemble Directors are final.

4. Music ensemble members must remain in good academic standing according to the guidelines
published in the HPU catalog. This requires all music ensemble membersto pass at least 12
credits and maintain a 2.25 GPA during both the Fall & Spring semesters at HPU. If these
conditions are not met in any one semester, you will be placed on probation. If conditions are
not met in the immediate following semester, you will be dismissed from the program and your
tuition waiver revoked.

5.  Music ensemble members will be required to sign an agreement outlining the policies and
procedures and the code of conduct. Failure to abide by the terms may result in termination
and revocation of tuition waiver.

6. Any music ensemble member under the influence of drugs or alcohol during arehearsal,
performance, game, event, or function will be terminated from the ensemble and his/her tuition
waiver revoked. Moreover, unannounced drug tests may be administered.

7. Music ensemble members are required to attend and participate in several rehearsals per week,
al performances, school games (band only), and HPU events on time and dressed
appropriately. Specific attendance policies will be administered by each ensemble director.

8. Sportsmanlike conduct must be maintained at all times. Verbal abuse and cursing, in any event,
will not be tolerated.

9. Music ensemble members will actively participate in fundraising projects, benefit
performances, and volunteer work for the community.

10. Music ensemble members are responsible for their own housing and living expenses during the
entire year. Due to the year round performance schedule, music ensemble members may not be
ableto take all breaks (i.e. Thanksgiving weekend, portions of Christmas break, Spring Break,
etc.). Thereisan additional cost for HPU Housing during the winter break. For more
information, contact the HPU Housing Office at (808) 236-3581. Please takethisinto
consideration asyou are making the decision to become a part of these programs.
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11. With al of the duties and responsibilities of being an HPU Music Ensemble member, thereis
very little time for ajob. Some members have found jobs that allow them flexible schedules,
but they are hard to find. Nevertheless, these waivers are subject to termination at any time if
HPU duties are not fulfilled.

12. All IVE members who pass a qualifying audition are provided with 50% tuition waivers,
which are good for one year (including fall, winter, spring, and all summer sessions) while
ensemble members are performing their responsibilities.

13. Tuition waivers cover tuition only. Each ensemble member isresponsible for books, housing,
and other fees.

14. Tuition waivers may be revoked on a case-by-case basis at the discretion of the Ensemble
Directors, Dean of Student Life and First-Y ear Programs, and Vice President of Student Affairs.

All music ensemble members must audition every year. Tuition waivers are awarded after auditions
each year depending on audition results and performance.

Audition Requirements

Dear Internationa Vocal Ensemble Applicant:

We are delighted that you have expressed interest in the International Vocal Ensemble at HPU. Live
auditions are recommended, however VHS videotape/DV D auditions may be arranged. We encourage you
to express yourself musically and be sure to have fun. Please note: if you are interested in the International
Chorale, open auditions will be held at the beginning of every fall and spring semester. These requirements are only
for singers auditioning for the International Vocal Ensemble.

First, please have your choral director or voice teacher complete and mail in the enclosed recommendation
sheet. A second recommendation from a teacher and/or boss outside the field of music is aso required.

Second, prepare for your audition. Requirements are below. If auditioning viaVHS videotape/DVD, send a
copy of the tape directly to the Office of Choral Activities. Be sure to include information in thisorder:

1. State your name, age, school, home city, and country.

2. Tell meabout your musical background [e.g. how long you have been singing, how well you feel you read
music (be specific), language(s) you speak, what you enjoy most about singing, voice part for which you are
auditioning (soprano, alto, tenor, baritone, or bass) and what, if any, instruments you play].

3. Sing one verse of your national anthem, a cappella.

4. Sing an ascending and a descending major scale (a cappella) on aneutral syllable (ah, mah, oh, etc.) in three
keys (i.e. keysof B, C, C#).

5. Sing an ascending and a descending natural minor scale (a cappella) on aneutral syllablein three keys.

6. Sing achromatic scale and awhole tone scale on a neutral syllable beginning on any pitch. A piano may be
used for this exercise, but be sure it does NOT cover your voice on the recording.

7. Sing aprepared vocal solo of your choice (to demonstrate good sound, vocal range, solid intonation, and
musicianship). This may be accompanied or unaccompanied. The prepared solo may not be pop music of any
kind. Y ou are encouraged to sing in alanguage foreign to your own. Following are appropriate selections:

*Art Songs: sacred or secular *OperaArias  *Folk Song settings from your home country

8. Sight-read two short melodies and two rhythmic passages (if you are auditioning via videotape, the melodies and
rhythmic passages will be FAXED to your teacher/accompanist who will, in turn, have to verify the exam).
